The Fern Harger Endowed Scholarship of the Bowling Green/Toledo Community Foundation was established in 2007 by Mrs. Harger. She had enlisted in the Women’s Army Corp and met her husband, Kenneth, a 1937 BGHS graduate, at a base in England during World War II. The Hargers returned to BG as newlyweds in 1945, where they raised their four children (Alan, Jane, Catherine and Beth) and became increasingly known for their community involvement.  When Conneaut Elementary opened in the mid-1950’s, Fern, volunteering at her children’s school, organized and established Conneaut’s library. When the high school was built in 1964, she was hired and served many years as its librarian. 

One (1) scholarship, in the amount of $2000, will be awarded to a graduating Bowling Green High School senior in the class of 2017.  As established by the endowment guidelines, selection will be determined by the Bowling Green Schools Foundation.
